	The written steps necessary to appropriately and uniformly perform a task in carrying out policies and activities of the College.


In areas of study in which the subject matter changes rapidly, material in courses taken long before graduation may become obsolete or irrelevant.  Course work that is more than eight years old is applicable to completion of degree requirements at the discretion of the student’s major department.  Departments may accept such coursework, reject it, or request that the student revalidate its substance.  The eight-year limit on coursework applies except when program accreditation agencies require students to satisfy current major requirements rather than major requirements in earlier catalogs, when completing earlier requirements is no longer possible or educationally sound.
