Nature of the Position:   
The Extension Agent is a non-instructional faculty member of the Northern Marianas College Cooperative 
Research, Extension, and Education Service (CREES) located on Saipan and is employed primarily to 
provide food and nutrition education to the community and assist the program leader with the day-to-day 
operations of the Expanded Food and Nutrition Education Program.  The position is under the direct

Duties and Responsibilities: 

 Participates in Program Review and Outcomes Assessment (PROA) activities. 

• Ensures seamless day-to-day implementation of EFNEP including training of aides, coordination of 
class schedules, and weekly monitoring of EFNEP WEBNEERS.  

• Verifies the accuracy of completed accurate family records, collaborating agency listings, group 
attendance records, teaching plans, etc. 

• Collaborates with internal and external partners in order to address the appropriate goals and 
objectives described in the CREES POW (Plan of Work) and other related projects. 

• Ensures evaluation plans are adhered to in order to document impact of programmatic efforts.  

• Assists in the planning and preparation of the CREES Plan of Work as well as the annual 
accomplishment report. 

• Leads the implementation of components of the NCD Strategic Plan and other initiatives in 
collaboration with stakeholders.  

• Creates and reviews food and nutrition education materials such as brochures, bulletin boards, and 
newsletters to ensure scientific validity and appropriateness of content for target audience.  

• Organizes and conducts workshops and presentations in the areas of food and nutrition education in 
collaboration with program leader. 

• Confers with program leader regarding program needs, clients’ progress, and all other program areas 
in order to ensure timely and efficiently implementation of program strategies. 

• Assists with the implementation of Nutrition & Health Program competitive grants as needed.  

• Participates in in-service training programs as required. 

• Provides effective phone etiquette and customer service skills. 

• Some travel is required.
